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MRI USER REQUIREMENTS FOR GETTING STARTED
1. Amend your IAUCUC protocol to include MRI procedure by referring to Standard Operation Procedure (SOP) according to IACUC’s instruction (IACUC SOP 303-01 on the Use of IACUC Approved SOPs by Internal Collaborators and Core Facilities):

a) Protocol Activities section: Indicate when standard activities performed by core facility will be conducted, the IACUC approved SOP number and title (please indicate that the current version of SOP will be followed)
b) Animal Use Location section: Add the location where the standard activities will be conducted

c) Early Removal Criteria section: Describe any potential adverse effects due to the activity

Early Removal Criteria 
In case of unexpected issues with animals at any time the PI/study team will be notified by the core staff and will be responsible for further animal monitoring, treatment or euthanasia as per the IACUC protocol. 

Any unusual/unexpected symptoms or anesthetic deaths will be reported to the ULAR veterinary staff for consultation.

2. If your animals are currently being housed in a barrier facility, please contact ULAR to confirm an appropriate housing before and after imaging (ularinfo@osu.edu).
3. Check with EHS (Environmental Health and Safety) if you do not need to have IBC protocol for your studies. Add SAIC personnel to your IBC protocol.
4. Submit an order using eRAMP system. You will need to fill out and attach “Core Access and BSL June 2019” during the submission process (please see an instruction).
You will receive a bill each month, which you have used the MRI service. This will help you with tracking your expenses.

5. Contact SAIC employee to schedule MRI sessions.

6. In all publications, grant applications, presentations, etc. the Small Animal Imaging Core at OSU should be acknowledged if you are using data generated at SAIC or any other services. This enable SAIC to demonstrate our involvement in the research. As a courtesy we also request that you inform us of the publication of any images/data that were created in our facility.
