In an effort to curb these forces, we have
created a scholarship that provides financial assistance to fourth year medical students who are
planning a career in orthopaedic surgery and would like to do a 4-week visiting sub-internship with
us. Diverse students whose backgrounds and/or identities are underrepresented in orthopaedics are
encouraged to apply. Selected students will receive $1,500 that can be used towards lodging and
travel expenses during their time with us.

Applications from medical students who expect to do a visiting sub-internship during the calendar
year of 2023 are now being accepted.
