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BonE MARROW

Normal bone marrow consists of a meshwork of vascular elements and fibro-
blasts with hemopoietic tissue in the interspaces. It serves not only to produce
erythrocytes in astronomical numbers, but also platelets, monocytes, granulocytes and
lymphocytes. It also is a graveyard for worn out erythrocytes and serves as part of the
immune system.

Marrow fibrosis can occur as a result of a number of conditions; common ones
are radiotherapy and inflammatory processes.
